M What did you do over the Summer? Did you participate in any student opportunities? Did you work? Do you

have any stories from the summer that may be part of your College Essays or you need to add to your

resume?

What goals do you have for your Senior Year? What is important for you this school year? Are you going to

be involved in anything this year that you are excited about? (ex. like a club or on a sports team)

What is your plan? What is your plan after graduation? What post-secondary pathway are you looking at

colleges are currently on your college list?

What colleges are on your college list? Has your College list changed since the end of Junior Seminar?

What fit factors are more important for you when evaluating colleges?

What concerns or worries do you have for this school year?
